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Abstract

Guidelines for developing water user organizations to increase the capacity of water

management planning at the area level, It has objectives as follows: 1) To search for knowledge

in water management and development guidelines for the organization of water users to have

the ability to plan water management at the local level, 2) To establish a geo-informatics
system for water management for decision-making in 30 Subdistricts, 3) To create a concrete

water user organization in planning water management at the area level of 30 Subdistricts and

4)to prepare an academic proposal to develop water user organizations to be able to plan
water management at the local level. The research was conducted with a 7-step research
methodology of Community Based Research (CBR) covering 5 Regions, 15 Provinces, and

including 33 Subdistricts.

The results of this research can create knowledge in establishing and developing water
user organizations to be able to plan concrete water management at the local level for a total

of 33 Subdistricts in 5 Regions and 15 Provinces. It is 3 stages as follows: The first stage, the

development of people consists of the committee of water user organizations, the Local
government officials, and people in the community development to be ready for organization

management and have their skill to operate in various fields. In the second stage, the

information development raised awareness of the importance of having community water
information to be used in effective planning and the third stage, developing a participatory
community water use plan which requires both relationships participation, including data

management to be used for decision-making and lead to a water management plan that can

meet the operational needs of the area.

It also leads to the creation of a course for developing the potential of the water user
organization committee and local government officials to have the ability to plan water

management at the area level. Create 74 water user organizations at the area level in 33
Subdistricts that have a geo-informatics system on the water of the community, showing both
the situation of the water cost and the need for water in the area to be used for decision-
making and to design a small project in water management that will provide a community

water management plan that truly meets the needs of the area by linking with relevant

agencies to support the activities by using the collective information available, it leads to a
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common goal and action plan. This cause of community activities to manage the area's water

which consists of Making a living weir, underground water bank, Management of agricultural
areas that use less water, Making a weir in a soil cement alley and organization of water

management funds, etc.

In addition, the knowledge set obtained from the project implementation has been

expanded to nearby areas of interest. Especially in the part of the local government officials

who have an important help in preparing the information for entering the Thai Water Plan

(TWP)and Thai Water Resource (TWR) system, which is genuine information from the local

people.
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
